This reduction includes application fees, plan review, and inspection fees. 

Eligible projects include the alteration, repair, or improvement of existing 

residential structures and the erection, alteration, repair or improvement 

of structures associated with existing homes, such as garages, additions, carports, sheds and fences. Payment 

of use tax still applies. All necessary permits must be obtained prior to beginning your project. As always, 

any work completed without a building permit is subject to double permit fees. Work authorized under the 

permit must be completed by no later than September 30, 2015, otherwise all applicable fees, including 

the full building permit fee and plan review fees and inspection fees, shall be paid. Contact Donna Case at
